What are the state
marijuana legalization laws?

The laws and regulations for growing and dispensing medicinal
and recreational marijuana vary by state. While many states
have legalized medical marijuana, Washington and Colorado
are the first two U.S. states to also legalize marijuana for
recreational purposes for adults 21 and over.

More states are following Colorado’s and Washington’s lead and
are considering regulating marijuana similarly to how alcohol

is requlated. Here are a few resources regarding current state
rules and regulations:

What are the I-502 Requirements for Video Security Equipment?

v Each facility must have a complete IP-compatible video surveillance system with security cameras that
produce a minimum resolution of 640x470 pixels.

v" There must be a security camera installed in every room of the facility where the marijuana is growing.

v All security camera video must be recorded continuously for 24 hours a day.

v All recorded surveillance video must be stored and kept for a minimum of 45 days on the video
recording device. All recorded video is subject to inspection at any time by any liquor control board
employee or law enforcement officer, and a copy of the video must be provided upon request.
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States and districts with medical
marijuana laws.

States that have removed jail time for
possessing small amounts of marijuana.

States that both have a medical
marijuana law and have removed jail
time for possessing small amounts of
marijuana.

Maryland has a research-focused medical
marijuana law and a limited defense for
patients.
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Marijuana is legal for adults’ use
and the state with regulate and
tax marijuana sales; Colorado and

Washington also have medical
marijuana laws.

In Alaska, the courts have found that
. the state constitution’s right to privacy

includes the right to possess modest

amounts of marijuana in one’s home.
